Lessons Learnt
üChecklist approach worked well in practice

üProvided an objective approach to monitoring practice 

and the environment

üInsufficient detail in each standard resulted in incomplete 

reviews
üThe length of the individual tools affected the ability to  

review all aspects of IP&C in one audit 
üCompliance aim needed to be set at  95-100%
üThe electronic database was the way forward but 

required simplification
üEngaging clinical staff supports improvement
